Kate Antanovich, The Pennsylvania State University
Multiple projects of decolonization: Towards a better understanding of
Belarusian past and present.

Although there is a large body of research that explores how education
aided (Willinsky, 1998) or challenged (Borges, 2019) imperial projects and
colonial dependence globally, postcolonial research on Belarusian education is
lacking. In this presentation | address this gap and illustrate how education
fostered colonial dependence in Belarus. Because decolonization involves
uncovering colonial processes of the past and reshaping notions and mental maps
of the present, | divide my presentation in two parts and illustrate the potential
postcolonial educational research holds for either project.

Since historically different regions of Belarus have been parts of various
state formations, a comprehensive decolonization project needs to investigate
how multiple empires impacted Belarusian subjectivity. In the first part of the



presentation, | use existing historical scholarship to discuss how Polish, Russian,
and Soviet empires used education to promote geopolitical allegiances and
language choices among the Belarusian population.

Decolonization of knowledge in the Belarusian context implies
development of the conceptual apparatus adequate to understand local condition
and reflective of the indigenous ways of knowledge production. In the second
part, I draw on my ongoing dissertation research that collects Belarusian teachers’
life histories to examine their notions of professionalism. Stories have been an
Important Belarusian indigenous method of knowledge transmission to resist and
preserve memory of events that contradicted official history (Smalianchuk,
2018). | discuss methodological and theoretical challenges post-Soviet
researchers encounter as they attempt to understand the present situation and
reflect on my experiences in Western academic institutions to outline affordances
and constraints Western academia offers to scholars working on Belarusian
Issues.

Andrei Gornykh, European Humanities University
Dialectics of Internal Colonization

Russia's Imperial Experience, described by Alexander Etkind, has given
rise to widespread controversy regarding the genealogy of the Russian imperial
project and the resistance strategies of the countries drawn into its orbit. The
presentation will examine the dialectic of the processes of modernization and
internal colonization based on the research of Belarusian cinema and outline the
problems of decolonization of Belarusian culture and education.

Olena Khylko, Comenius University
How to ensure the long-lasting interest to the East European studies after re-
centering them?

It is the responsibility of the scholars to elaborate structural,
epistemological and organizational transformations in academia and education to
keep East European studies afloat after the Russia-Ukraine war is over.

In the paper, | will sustain introduction of epistemological diversity in the
field studies predominantly by application the postcolonial studies to the states of
the region and extending interdisciplinarity by enriching the field study with
economic, IR, environmental and energy studies that in its turn would boost the
region’s agency. Providing the opportunity to replicate the experience of East
European states (i.e., Ukraine has presented a fruitful ground for replication



postcolonial transition experience to other regions) will ensure interest of the
western academia to the region for epistemological motives. While
decolonization of East European and Russian studies with the re-centering to less
visible silent state is inevitable, the risk of normalization and return to traditional
study of the region via Russo-centric lens will surge as soon as the war ends.

To allow global academic community to benefit from using and application
the study of the region for other segments of area studies the following
considerations are suggested: stop exploiting victimhood of the region and
presenting it as an object of great powers’/empires politics and boost the image
of region’s and state’s agency that has always been diffused by Russo-centric
lens; emancipate regional studies via disintegration of Russia, Eurasian and East
European studies in both educational and research programs (predominantly
Immanent to the US academia) that would help to attract those scholars and
students who are interested strictly in study the region without Russian lens; re-
balance improper focus on the study of Ukraine’s nationalism; bridge the
approaches to the region in Western, Eastern Europe and North America.

Tatsiana Kulakevich, University of South Florida
Breaking with the Past: Comparing Nation-Building in Belarus and Ukraine
and its Role for Postcolonial Education

The presidential election of 2020 turned into a fundamental institutional
crisis that unleashed a process of national awakening in Belarus leading to the
rise of a new sovereign nation that demands the right to determine its own future,
independent of geopolitical pressures and interference. Similarly, Russia’s attack
on Ukraine in 2022 has galvanized a sense of Ukrainian national pride and
resolve, which Ukrainians express by continuing to fight for their country despite
massive losses. | argue the presidential election of 2020 in Belarus and Russian
invasion of Ukraine served as critical junctures for the respective countries
galvanizing national pride and creating the foundation for an opportunity not to
be discriminated on national origin or be denied the right to learn in native
language. However, unlike Ukraine, where national pride has been cultivated
from within, a new ethno-national identity that emerged in Belarus under the
historic white-red-white symbols, sharply contrasted with the official red and
green colors of the regime was forced outside the borders. This new “awakening”,
however, and a culture built around it cannot be unlearned and should keep people
ready to strike when the international political opportunity structure finally opens.



Tamara Martsenyuk, University of Kyiv-Mohyla, Leuphana Universitat
Lineburg
Ukrainian studies in times of war: challenges and opportunities

| plan to analyze the current state of Ukrainian studies in and outside
Ukraine in the context of the ongoing Russian invasion. Via exploring the voices
of Ukrainian researchers from different disciplines, 1 want to discuss new
challenges and opportunities that they face under full-scale invasion conditions.
As a case study of current topics of research, | take a special issue "Understanding
Ukrainian Society: Before and After the Russian Invasion” of the European
Societies journal where | am a guest editor.

Syeda Masood, Brown University, Central European University
Frantz Fanon and Ali Shariati’s Theories of Self-Colonization: The Case of
the Highly Educated

Education is taken as a good thing in itself. Although there are benefits to
education, the question arises - what is the relationship between modern
education (which was developed and propagated around the world during the
colonial period) and contesting coloniality and imperial power. Several scholars
with anti-colonial views have discussed this using the case study of intellectuals
in the colonized and post-colonial world. Explicating the thought of Martiniquian
scholar Frantz Fanon and Iranian scholar Ali Shariati, in this paper, | show that
for both of them intellectuals had a tendency towards self-colonization. I
specifically rely on The Wretched of the Earth by Fanon and Where Shall We
Begin by Shariati. For Fanon, the intellectuals were caught between two worlds,
their own society, and the ideas of the colonizer society. When they fight the
dominant, they hold on to any shred from the history of their society but think of
their own society in national terms. This is problematic as the national borders
themselves are actually made by the colonizer. This Fanon argues is the dilemma
of the colonized intellectual. For Shariati, progressive scholars were cut off from
the proletariat of their own society. Instead of helping their societies awake to
coloniality and contest it, Shariati believed they aped the colonial powers in their
thinking by copying theories developed for Western Europe without
understanding their own history and context. Intellectuals thus need to get closer
to the common people of their society instead of looking down upon them. In
short, for both Fanon and Shariati, colonization and empire were not just about
power and economy but the epistemic control of the minds of the dominated —
especially the highly educated.

Palina Prysmakova, Florida Atlantic University
Decolonization through the modernization of civil service education system

The stagnation of Belarusian public administration and the lack of any
significant administrative reforms have placed the Belarusian population, which
Is ready for change, in the decision-making trap of Moscow. After initial steps
toward democracy, the country reverted into highly centralized administration
with almost no change from the former communist values and operating styles.

Despite the creation of the Public Administration Academy, that institution
acts in the manner of the country’s dictatorial ruler and Moscow dependee
Aliaksandr Lukashenka, for whom it is named. The academia has been kept
isolated from the outside world and its progress and development in public
management and administration. It has been completely disconnected from
international and even regional professional research and educational societies.
The educational materials come almost exclusively from Russia, in Russian
language, and imbued with Moscow’s ideology and the nostalgia for the lost
power.

Thus, there has been little surprise that when in 2020 millions of
Belarusians came out in the peaceful marches, it has been mostly the public
sector’s top executives who with the force and fear and by executing their
administrative powers blocked this popular protest movement, and punished
everybody who had something to do with it. The question remains, however, how
much of this behavior was actually “their fault”, if they had no access to
knowledge other than “Russian”, and had been trapped for decades in the artificial
fear of the unknown, of the outside world, which Moscow has been masterfully
using as a convenient tool to keep Belarus as an ally.

Mariya Rohozha, Olena Pavlova, Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv
Teaching and researching the memes of war in Ukraine as way for the
decolonization of education

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion of Russian troops into
Ukraine, February, 2022, Ukrainians have become involved in various forms of
cultural confrontation and resistance as the modus of postcolonial struggle against
enemies. Among such forms of struggle is meme-practice on the topic of war.



After all, by ridiculing the enemy, Ukrainians get a positive experience of
interacting with a stranger, scaling this image.

Within the paper it is planned to:

- clarify the classification of forms of humour and comic techniques in
meme practices;

- research the basic themes, visual means and linguistic methods in
correlating plot development and affect production. To study the transformations
of visual, verbal and acoustic modes of narratives in audiences of different
linguistic groups and cultural spaces for teaching. The research includes three
levels of cross-cultural analysis: a) Russian narratives in Ukrainian memes
(traumatic level); b) memes' text shifting in other language and audiences
concerning perception of Ukrainian situation (communication in the context of
reception of therapeutic experience of Ukrainian resistance to Russian
neocolonialism); and c¢) ways of conceptualization of research communities of
meme practices, their therapeutic effects and ethical meanings.

- analyse the conditions of meme series shaping as a form of narrative
differentiation (Vladimir Propp's morphology and semantic processing) as well
as ways of their conceptualization and interpretation. To analyse which
parameters of memes are linked to the differentiation of traumatic and therapeutic
modes in the logic of series reconstruction.

- consider the prospects for the systematic use of meme classifications in
teaching students (bachelor and master students) of Cultural Studies and
Humanities programs, taking into account online or offline learning;

- develop strategies for studying meme-practices for graduate students in
their dissertation work and teaching practice.

Anton Saifullayeu, University of Warsaw

Epistemological deadlock of decolonization in Eastern Europe. Comparison
of the cases of Belarus and Ukraine.

Decolonization is a complex process with a synchronous dynamic that
undermines existing knowledge. In certain cases, it requires both internal and
external impulses to overcome the epistemological impasse within a particular
society. Overcoming colonial knowledge is a profound epistemological problem
faced by Ukraine and Belarus in their decolonization processes. And at the center
of this problem for Ukraine and Belarus is participation in global (colonial)
knowledge.

Post-Soviet decolonization projects are prone to an internal positivism
based on a radical binary of rejection and acceptance of the colonizer's identity.



At the same time, internal positivist conceptualizations of the national do not
violate the epistemological integrity of colonial knowledge (e.g., the narration of
the past, political culture, the vertical relationship of power to society). At the
same time, the potential of such internal projects is completely insufficient to fit
into the Western epistemological picture.

In fact, there is no universal decolonization strategy at all. For instance, the
Ukrainian approach to decolonization from above implies a reverse dependence
on the West in discursive terms. This means that Ukraine seeks external
legitimization in the Western coloniality system as it undermines the principles
of modern knowledge. That is, Ukrainian decolonization is basically an attempt
to incorporate local subjectivity into Western epistemology. In contrast, the
Belarusian case is more vulnerable since there are currently no preconditions for
the emergence of Belarusian subjectivity within global knowledge.

Liliana Tymchenko, European Humanities University
Decolonization: Peculiarities of Teaching International Law at the European
Humanities University

Traditionally, the international lawyer associates the term "decolonization™
with the adoption of the Declaration on the Granting of Independence to Colonial
Countries and Peoples of 1960 and the fact that the State of Palau joined the UN
in 1994, indicating the end of the decolonization process. At the same time, a
more or less broad idea of the real scale of the colonization of thinking comes
only today, when humanity is faced with a full-scale military invasion of Russia
on the territory of the largest European state - Ukraine.

We have witnessed the gradual rediscovery and recovery of real
decolonization and the breakdown of the very “colonial matrix” (Walter
Mignolo) that aims to maintain an unequal distribution of resources and power,
where international criminal justice is directed exclusively at developing
countries (Fuad Zarbiyev).

Obviously, the final decolonization in international legal relations is
Impossible without the decolonization of international legal thought itself, which,
in turn, is based on the liberation of human thought as such.

In this context, the teaching of international law becomes a process of
constant scientific and practical research. What questions need to be solved by
the teacher entering the classroom to the student? What additional work does a
teacher of the European Humanities University need to work with - a university
whose mission is at the first stage to restore the integrity of the independence of



human thought, and at the second stage to develop a person, his/her critical
thinking, and strengthen the ideals of civil society?

Our presentation will consist of answers to questions such as:

1. What is "decolonization" in the international legal context today?

2. What is the essence of the philosophy of international law today?

3. What should the process of teaching international law at the European
Humanities University look like?
